Statutory requirements

The boundary between revision of work covered in Reception and the introduction of
new work may vary according to the programme used, but basic revision should include:

= all letters of the alphabet and the sounds which they most commonly represent
consonant digraphs which have been taught and the sounds which they represent

vowel digraphs which have been taught and the sounds which they represent

the process of segmenting spoken words into sounds before choosing graphemes to
represent the sounds

words with adjacent consonants
guidance and rules which have been taught

The /tf/ sound is usually spelt as tch if it
comes sfraight after a single vowel
letter. Exceptions: rich, which, much,
such.

The v/ sound at the
end of words

English words hardly ever end with the
letter v, so if a word ends with a A/

sound, the letter e usually needs to be
added after the 'v'.

If the ending sounds like /sf or /2, it is
spelt as —s. If the ending sounds like
1z and forms an extra syllable or ‘beat’
in the word, it is spelt as —es.

Adding the endings
—ing, —ed and —er to
verbs where no
change is needed

—ing and —er always add an extra
syllable to the word and —ed sometimes
does.

The past tense of some verbs may
sound as if it ends in /1d/ (extra
syllable), /d/ or &/ (no extra syllable),
but all these endings are spelt —ed.

If the verb ends in two consonant letters
(the same or different), the ending is
simply added on.
