 First attention to best behaviour – A focus from all of us on the youngsters who behave 
well, make great choices and show superb learning attributes. Taking the ‘fame’ out of poor 
behavior and focusing less learning time on this in our classrooms. Poor behavior being 
managed quietly and without ‘fuss’ to lessen the focus/attention it gets. 

 Routines that we all understand and are consistently expected by all – clarity for all 
and an assurance to our youngsters that the same is expected wherever they go in school.  

 
These will be built on and on and on … the journey continues as do the skills of the team.

A note from our governors … 
I am a musician. Learning an instrument has proven to be a 
key, unlocking doors and allowing me to become enriched 
by people and events throughout my life. 
Like all schools nationally, our budget is under great 
pressure. Governors spend much time with BPS leaders 
exploring how to manage these without affecting our 
children’s learning.  
We therefore welcome initiatives that being a member of the 
Minerva Trust offer. For example, we take pride as a school 
in ensuring that all children have a good musical education. 
It would be easy to focus all attention on the ‘Core’ of 
Reading, Writing and Mathematics but we fight to ensure all 
children have broad and balanced learning embracing the 
Arts. 
The Minerva Trust has been innovative here, seeking 
sponsorship to enrich our Arts offer. An example is our 
sponsored MLT choir, drawn from each school’s choir, 
developed by a specialist teacher and performing at a high 
standard across the town. Another example is sponsorship 
to introduce recorder teaching to all Y3. children at BPS. 
The recorder is an ‘entry level’ instrument, enabling children 
to learn to read music and transfer to other instruments as 
they get older. The children have been given recorders and 
specialist teaching for the Summer Term. If you are a parent 
of one of these children, please encourage them to practice. 
Who knows what doors it could unlock for them as they
